Logging can be used to troubleshoot any 
problems with the MTC app. 

EASE OF USE
New-user on-boarding is as simple as a single click. When you set up EFT accounts to use 
MTC, EFT will send a link to the user. 

After the MTC app is downloaded and installed on the user devices, they can click a link in 
their email, and their profile will be created and logged in (if you have sent the username and 
the password with the link). 

Depending on the permissions defined for the account in EFT, users can upload, download, 
preview, open in an external viewer, add to vault, share, rename or delete files, and create 
folders.
